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What is a phonics screening check?

The Phonics Screening Check is an assessment 
carried out in UK schools for Year 1 pupils. They 
will be reading 40 words (real and ‘alien’) aloud.

What is the purpose of the Phonics Screening 
Check?

The purpose of the phonics screening check will 
be to confirm that all children have learned 
phonic decoding to an age-appropriate 
standard.

It also informs schools and teachers of which 
children need further intervention and support 
with reading and learning phonics sounds.



• All children will be given the same 40 words; 20 real and 20 ‘alien’ (fake) words.

• Children will be given a practice of looking at 4 real and ‘alien’ words.

• To pass the Phonics Screening Check, the children have to score 32 or above.

• Teachers cannot confirm if a child has got a word correct/incorrect or to 
move on.

• There is no time limit (has to be completed within the week).
