Only ask children to write sentences when they have sufficient knowledge
of letter-sound correspondences. Dictate sentences to ensure they contain
only the taught sound-letter correspondences.

Re-read what they have written to check that Model how you read and re-read your own writing to check it makes sense.

Form lower-case and capital letters correctly. Teach formation as they learn the sounds for each letter using a memorable
phrase, encouraging an effective pen grip. When forming letters, the starting
point and direction are more important at this stage than the size or position
of the letter on a line.
