· Introduced our new topic all about Farm Animals.

· Listened to our focus story Farmer Duck and discussed the main characters, their feelings and the key events in the story.

    Next week we will be…

· Sequencing the story of Farmer Duck, ordering the main events and discussing what happens first, next and last.
· Thinking of alternative endings for the story and sharing our ideas with our friends.
· Exploring numbers 0–5 in different ways, challenging the children to represent each number using their fingers.
· Washing “mucky” farm animals in our water play area to develop our descriptive language and fine motor control.
· Sharing our favourite farm animal and explaining our reasons, building confidence in speaking and listening.

This week we have been...
Reading and joining in with stories about families and emotions. These have included ‘o much! and ‘Full, full, full of Love’ by
Trish Cooke, and ‘The Big Angry Roar’ by Jonathan Lambert.

Painting beautiful self-portraits, talking about the features of a face, and what makes our features the same and different to
other people.
