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Humanities  
EYFS Listening to and comparing music 
from around the world. 
KS1 Listen to music from the past and a 
song from now. Can you compare them? It 
could be this or this. How has music 
changed? You could write this in sentences. 
Lower KS2 Compare music from the past 
and now. Can you research an instrument 
that was common the past? 
Upper KS2 Research a composer or 
musician from the past and make a factfile 
on them. 

English 
EYFS Look at the fact file about musical 
instruments and add an instrument to it 
KS1 Imagine a famous pop star visited 
Sheringdale. Write sentences to explain 
what happened and how it made you 
feel. You should write about this in the 
past tense.  
Lower KS2 Write a local newspaper 
report about a pop star visiting 
Sheringdale. Remember to include a 
catchy headline and write about the 5 
W's (who, what, when, where, why) 
Upper KS2 Write a biography about a 
famous musician or band of your choice. 
You may need to research this person 
(remember to search for kids/KS2) It 
should be in chronological order and 
include interesting time conjunctions. 

Maths 
EYFS - Learning about number bonds to 10 
using a ten-frame.  
KS1 ς Can you create your own song (and 
maybe dance?) to help learn your 2, 5 and 
10 times tables? Can you clap or click along 
to help create a rhythm? 
Lower KS2 ς Can you create your own song 
with lyrics, and maybe even a dance, to 
practice your 3, 4 and 8 times tables? Can 
you use any musical instruments 
e.g. tambourine or drum to help create a 
catchy rhythm? Share with a friend and sing 
along together! 
Upper KS2 ς Can you create your own song 
to help learn your 6, 7 and 9 times tables? 
Can you use any musical instruments to help 
create a catchy tune? Have a go at writing 
the lyrics and notation for your song using 
notes or pictures as you prefer. Be sure to 
upload a video of your song for everyone to 
learn. 

Science 
EYFS ς Make a homemade water 
xylophone (experimenting with sound) 
KS1 ς Do all drums sound the same? 
Using materials found in your house, 
try to make different version of a drum. 
Lower KS2 ς How can we hear sounds? 
Create an instrument of your liking and 
explain how the sound travels to our 
ears. Try to include the following key 
words: struck/plucked/blown, vibrate, 
eardrum, soundwave. 
Upper KS2 ς What happens to our 
hearing as we get older? Research what 
happens to our ears as we age and 
explain how we can take care of our 
ear. Why not try making a model of the 

ear? 
 

Art/DT 
EYFS - design a rain stick 
KS1 - Sketch a picture of a famous 
band or musician from 
history. Alternatively, complete an 
observational sketch of an 
instrument if you have one at home.  
Lower KS2 What happens if you 
press lightly with your pencil? What 
happens if you press more firmly in 
places? 
Upper KS2 Can you use shading 
to depict dark and light aspects of 
your drawing?

UKS2 What opinion do you have 
about the festival of Ramadan and 
Eid?  Did anything surprise you

EYFS Listen to the four different 
pieces of music. How did each 
make you feel? 
KS1 ς Find a song that makes 
you feel happy and then a song 
that makes you feel sad. Talk 
about what makes you feel this 
way.  
Lower KS2 ς Can you think of 5 
different emotions and find a 
song to match each emotion.  
Upper KS2 - Can you think of 
5 different emotions and find 
a song to match each emotion. 
What made about the music 
made you feel this way?  

Music 
EYFS Learn the song 'I'd Like to Teach 
the World to Sing 
KS1 Using household items or 
homemade instruments, watch the 
SeeSaw video and play along with Mr 
Rickner. 
Lower KS2 Go outside or find some 
space as you're going to create a 
walking composition ς SeeSaw video. 
Upper KS2 Grab your pots and pans 
and join Mr Rickner in creating beats 
to a backing track of guitar and bass 
and keyboard ς SeeSaw video.
